2011 RULES OF PLAY
· Tee times are from 4:30 till 5:30 for all Thursday league play.

· All matches must be played as such…. Matches are head to head competition. If you tee off before your opponent arrives, you forfeit the match.
· Any question concerning a round of play must be brought to the attention of a member of the rules committee at the end of play or the alleged infraction will not be considered.

· Dues for the 2011 season will be $85.00 payable the first night of play. Make checks payable to Gary Pope. Dues not paid by the first fun night will be increased to $100.00. This applies to all members including Subs.
· It is everyone’s responsibility to keep up the pace of the game. Slow play is no fun. Keep up with the group in front of you.
· No player should be rushed to the tee and should have reasonable time to warm up.

· All players in a foursome should identify their ball before the first tee.

· Play it where it lies (except for man made obstacles) or ground under repair as marked. No rolling the ball over.

· No gimmies! Putt it out. If you carelessly swipe at the ball and it does not go in, you must count it and putt again.
· Any player missing four matches, without prior notification to the league secretary, will be disqualified from the league with no refund of dues.

· Sportsmanship is part of the game. Show respect to your opponent during the match, as well as other players on the course.

· Cancellations due to weather will be called in by 4:30 P.M. call the clubhouse 691-4568 for cancellations.
· If your ball is hit near any out of  bounds marker (ex. The fence or wall near the 9th. Hole) but is still in bounds you may play it as it lies without penalty or take an unplayable and drop it within two club lengths with a one stroke penalty.
· Not able to make Regular Scheduled Match see next page.
 

Each player should take responsibility to make arrangements and notify his opponent

The following options exist, in order of preference

1. Reschedule to play match.    Match must be completed before the originally scheduled date. 

2. Arrange for a Substitute player.

3. Forfeit the match;   0 (zero) points earned for player missing match

Actions to take if opponent does not show up for scheduled match  

The following options exist, in order of preference

1 Arrange a Substitute and play the competitive match

Note: original opponent who failed to make arrangements earns 0 (zero) points.



2 Accept a forfeit.   You must play to earn the 7 points.   Score played does not count for Handicap purposes.


Substitute Players are full league members and are encouraged to play each Thursday evening.    Subs provide an important role for the league in filling in for “roster” players.

-Subs not scheduled to play on a given Thursday should plan to tee off towards the end of the groups.  This allows preference for scheduled competitive matches and their availability for  any last minute substitution in matches.

-The subs list will be kept in order of total league rounds played in the current and last season.  League rounds include both competitive and non-competitive rounds,  as well as fun nights and year end tournament.   

If player is injured or otherwise involuntarily  incapacitated for an extended time, they should arrange for a substitute player  for the duration of their absence up to the remainder of the current year.   If the player is able to return to play at or before the beginning of the next season, they will retake their previous position of the roster.   If they are not able to return to play the next season , they will be placed at the top of the substitute roster upon their return.

Closest to the Pin Holes will be rotated between 6,7 and 8  on the front  and 11,13 and 18 on the back.

Handicaps will be calculated after every 2 weeks of competitive play.  Thus after completing a front and back nine.
